‘Making Connections’
Making connections means making a link between what you are reading and the things you already know about.

There are three kinds of connections:

1. Text-to-Text: Making a connection between the text you are reading to another text you have already read. (novel, short story, poem, movie, television, newspaper..etc.)

2. Text-to-World: Making a connection between the text you are reading to something that is going on in the world around you.

3. Text-to-Self: Making a connection between the text you are reading to a personal experience you have had.

How to answer ‘Making Connections’ type questions

1. Opening sentence (type of connection and genre, title, author).

2. Define the type of connection you will be making

3. Describe your connection IN DETAIL.

4.  Explain how your connection relates to the selection being studied (does it connect with the setting?  character? conflict? etc.)
5. Add a quote from the story you are using to prove your connection.
6.  Closing sentence.
